2. There will be no relaxation in the criteria prescribed by the Government regarding the
number of students in the approved class. If number of Students are observed less then,
the said class will be automatically treated as closed.

3. Govt. Decision date: 2/8/96 must be followed to appoint the teachers.

4. |f the said class affects the neighbouring schools, the said class will automatically be

cancelled.

After 5 years, 5th Class 50%, Class 6" 25% will be
eligible for endarsement. 6" and 5" classes 75%. etc. In the 6th year, the rate subsidy
will increase by 25 % every year.

g) Institution must always use Unaided Schoal type letterhead for correspondence with
the concerned authority / Govt.

h) Apply to the concerned Education Officer (Secondary) in the prescribed letter within
one month from the commencement of the school as per rule 3.1 of the School Code
for getting the first approval of the Department.

Also for the approval of the Divisional Board in the State Board of Secondary
and Higher Secondary Education Regulation No. 28 applied within the prescribed
manner.

i) Institutions which will not be able to start the school immediately after receiving the
permission order, should apply for renewal of the school with permission in the next
year and obtain the permission of the Government immediately.
